The Selectboard ‘s budget of $2,504,178 was amended by Clark W. Hinsdale II,
decreasing it by $71,661 to $2,432,517. The amendment carried, 145 — in favor,
80 — opposed.

Article to authorize the Selectboard to borrow money by issuance of bonds or
notes not in excess of anticipated revenues passed by voice vote.

Article to authorize the Selectboard to increase the municipal tax rate by one and
one half cents for deposit in the Fire & Rescue Capital Reserve Fund passed by
voice vote.

Article to increase the municipal tax rate in order to deposit $40,000 per year for
a period of five years commencing with FY10/11 was amended to one year
instead of five years. Amendment carried by voice vote.

The town voted to create a Charlotte Trails Reserve Fund for the purpose of
providing funds for the development of trails for recreational use. The article
passed 69 — in favor, 56 — opposed.

Article to authorize the Selectboard to increase the municipal tax rate in order to
deposit $25,000 per year into the Charlotte trails Fund for a period of three years
commencing with FY10/11 failed by voice vote.

Advisory motion to investigate locating a staffed Chittenden Solid Waste District
drop-off facility within Charlotte to receive trash, recyclables and re-useables
directly from households was amended to only approve if it comes back to the
town for a vote. The advisory motion, as amended, passed by voice vote.
