Dear Brian,

I have enclosed the replacement wastewater plans along with the application for a disposal system upgrade at the above mentioned parcel in Charlotte.  As we discussed while reviewing the soils on 5/16/16, the options for a replacement disposal system are limited on this 1.0 acre+- parcel.  The existing 4-bedroom residence is currently served by an older conventional disposal system in the front yard adjacent to Greenbush Rd.  Testing in the back yard towards the southeastern corner of the parcel revealed well drained soils capable of supporting a conventional disposal system.  I have proposed three disposal trenches to be fed by a pump station adjacent to the existing septic tank in the front yard.   The proposed disposal system is located partially within the existing shared drilled well isolation zone but is approximately the same distance away as the existing disposal system.   No changes are proposed in the existing water supply.  Overall, based on my testing and review of the parcel, this proposal is a substantial upgrade over the existing older disposal system and is a substantial upgrade over the older failing disposal system.
