Background 
 
A Sketch Plan Review was held on 5/3/01.   
 
Application 
 
The application consists of: 
 

1. A Boundary Adjustment application form.  The fee was waived by the Selectboard. 
2. A survey map entitled “Boundary Adjustment Plat between Shirley W. Allen and Brenda 

Whalley Temple, and the Town of Charlotte, Charlotte, Vermont” by Stuart J. Morrow, 
dated May 2001, no revisions. 

 
Meeting 
 
A meeting was held for this application on June 7, 2001.  Shirley Allen was present representing 
the owner of Parcel #1, and Wendy Schroeder was present representing the owner of Parcel #2. 
 
Regulations in Effect 
 
Town Plan readopted March 2000 
Zoning Bylaws as amended March 1997 
Subdivision Bylaws as amended March 1995 
 
Findings 
 

1. Chapter III Section 4 of the Subdivision Regulations states:“Realignment or relocation of 
boundary lines between existing adjacent lots which are not included in an approved 
subdivision shall be considered a boundary adjustment if the Commission determines that 
such realignment or relocation does not create any new lots, will not impact access to any 
parcel, will not adversely impact any significant natural resource, and will not create a 
non-conforming lot.  All boundary adjustments shall be surveyed and recorded.” 

2. The 7.84 parcel owned by the Town of Charlotte was deeded to the Town by Gwendolyn 
Whalley on 3/23/70.  The 5.6 acres to be transferred to the Town of Charlotte will be 
joined with the existing town-owned parcel. 

3. The proposed Boundary Adjustment will not create any new lots. 
4. The proposed Boundary Adjustment will not impact access to any parcel. 
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5. The proposed Boundary Adjustment will not adversely impact any significant natural 
resources. 

6. The remaining lands owned by Shirley Allen and Brenda Whalley laying to the north of 
Whalley Road (T.H. 11) and west of Lake Road (T.H. 9)will be approximately 25.4 
acres, with extensive road frontage. Therefore, the proposed Boundary Adjustment will 
not create any non-conforming (or non-complying) lots. 

 
Decision 
 
Based on these Findings, the Planning Commission approves the Boundary Adjustment 
application with the following conditions:  
 

1. A mylar of the plat by Stuart Morrow entitled “Boundary Adjustment Plat Between 
Shirley W. Allen and Brenda Whalley Temple, and the Town of Charlotte, Charlotte, 
Vermont” dated May 2001 with no revisions, shall be submitted to the Planning 
Commission for review within 60 days, and recorded in the Town Land Records within 
90 days.  

2. The “adjusted portion” shall be transferred to the Town within six months. 
 

Additional Conditions: All plats, plans, drawings, testimony, evidence and conditions listed 
above or submitted at the hearing and used as the basis for the Decision to grant permit shall be 
binding on the applicant, and his/her/its successors, heirs and assigns.  Projects shall be 
completed in accordance with such approved plans and conditions.  Any deviation from the 
approved plans shall constitute a violation of permit and be subject to enforcement action by the 
Town. 
 
You and any interested parties are entitled to appeal this decision to the Environmental 
Court within 30 days as per requirements of 24 VSA Chapter 117, Sections 4471 and 4475. 
If you fail to appeal this decision during this period, your right to challenge this decision in 
the future may be lost; you and subsequent property-owners will be bound by this decision, 
pursuant to 24 VSA Section 4472(d) (exclusivity of remedy; finality).
