2. Potential new members Ajat Tariyal and Kimberly Shifrin both expressed an interest in finding out more about the trail committee for possible consideration of joining. Margaret explained, our goals, when we meet, what we have accomplished so far in building the Town Link Trail.  Ajat and Kim introduced themselves and we discussed how they might contribute to the committee. 

3. Talked briefly Kevin leaving the committee to join the Conservation Committee and if he could be a liaison with Mary between committees.  

4. Christine volunteered to write a summary of the trails, where they are located and how to find information and maps for the next trails talk column in the Charlotte News. 

5. Opening celebration of Rout 7 underpass set July 7th 11:00 am – 1:30 pm as date.  Have it set up much like the celebration of the Co-Housing trail.  Will look into possibility of having music.  We will have to make sure there is no ball game on that date so we will not be in conflict.  Everyone on the trails committee will be tasked to invite and bring 10-15 people.

6. Summer work day will be at Margaret’s trail June 2nd.  Meet at her house 8:30 and plan on being done by 11:30.  We will put it on Front Porch Forum to get some volunteer help.  

7. We are getting quotes from Junior and Timber and Stone to build the State Park Road portion of the trail.  There is approximately $60,000 in the trails fund that we hope will mostly cover the cost.  We may be able to get some funds from the town.  The amount put into the town budget for Trails did not pass.  Stephany will check with Mary to find out exactly how much we have in the Trails account. We will be getting an easement on the Allmon property.  Where it will be located has yet to be worked out. Mt. Philo has incorporated the Town Link Trail into their new plan.

8. Some of the committee will walk the trail to determine where we should place the signage.  Laurie has a number of metal signs with our logo in two sizes we can us.  Once we know where to put signs we can set up a work day with two groups of people.
