(G) District Design Review Standards. Before granting conditional use approval for any alteration, expansion, demolition, or removal of any portion of any principal structure in this district, the Board of Adjustment shall seek the recommendations of the Design Review Committee, based on information found in the Historic Sites and Structures Survey for the Town of Charlotte, prepared by the Vermont Division for Historic Preservation, and the report titled "A Natural and Cultural Resource Inventory and Planning Recommendations for Thompson's Point, Charlotte, Vermont" (September 1990, as may be amended). Copies of both rep·orts are available for review at the Planning and Zoning Office. In addition,· the Committee's  recommendation to  the Board shall include its findings with regard to the following design review criteria:

(1) The size, scale, style, design and materials of any structural alteration, expansion or replacement are consistent and harmonious with existing structures, and with the overall historic.and aesthetic character of the area.




(2) Natural features should be identified.




(3) Alterations or additions to an historic structure shall preserve the historic appearance of the structure and not alter the structure's historic integrity.	·




(4) Alterations to existing structures and new structures within the district shall be compatible with the visual elements of surrounding historic structures and the overall historic and aesthetic character of the area.

(5) The demolition of structures of historic significance shall be discouraged.
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
