DRAFT MEETING NOTES

July 24th, 2017 – 7:00pm
Charlotte Senior Center

In attendance:  Viki Zulkoski, Chris Falk, Susan Ohanian, Dianne Leary

The meeting was called to order at 7:03pm

· Discussion of outstanding invoices and pending warrants for Fiscal Year 2016/2017.  The Sisters of Nature need to submit more detailed invoice per Mary Mead’s instruction and Pete Demick has not submitted an invoice for stone repair.  No warrants were at Town Hall for mowing.

· Reminder about Committee Meeting next Monday, July 31st at Town Hall.

· Budget Discussion about investigating ways to set up fundraising possibilities through GoFundMe that would not violate Town Ordinances.  Viki will ask Dean about the feasibility of setting up a Capital Account for funds to replace section of fence (proposed for 2019) in the West/Barber Burying Ground.

· Discussion re:  mowing of West/Barber included follow up with Adam to express our satisfaction with mowing and to inquire about weed whacking along fence line and tall weeds that have sprouted in a former dirt patch.   Chris Falk reported that he had filed the woodchuck hole with gravel and dirt.

· Viki will contact Greg Ronallo re:  at risk trees in the East/Bradley Burying Ground.

· Shed — a continued discussion of the feasibility of a small shed in the back section of the cemetery to consolidate and protect equipment (and be used in the future to shelter sheep if used) included checking with zoning, pursuing volunteers to build via Front Porch Forum, pricing from local vendors.

· Discussion about the concerns of possible damaging effect of newly planted trees (last 5 years) in Barber/West Burying Ground.  Since these are Memorial trees, though no signage exists, Viki will contact Sue Smith, Assistant Tree Warden for more information.

· Hannah Hubbel — a dislodged stone in the West Burying Ground could not be accurately placed despite Dianne’s best efforts.  Vermont Old Cemetery Association confirms that such stones can be reseated at the Cemetery Commission’s discretion.  

· The commission discussed the Timothy Clark Smith gravesite in New Haven, VT which has  small glass window to view the corpse and the overall excellent condition of the Evergreen Cemetery.  Viki will contact the town to determine who maintains that cemetery.

· Chris Falk is in possession of two ‘vintage’ wooden signs, one for the East Burying and Ground and one for the West —  which he received from Jim Dickerson at his yard sale on Greenbush Road.  Dianne will follow-up with Dan Cole to determine the signs’ provenance. 

· Chris will contact Dean Bloch to see if a tax # is available for purchases.

· In early July, two gravestones, belonging to the Wings, who died in the late 19th century, were found under the steps of the old Horsford house on Greenbush near the Ferry Rd intersection. As the current owners were removing the old steps leading to the entry they found the stones which had been laid face down and used as a foundation. They would like the Cemetery Commission to take possession of the stones.  The commission will investigate the proper protocol for such stones.
